The Scheme:


Coleg Gwent had been actively looking for a sporting activity that all staff members could enjoy and learn together as a team.


After heavily publicising the SWALEC Beginner Start Golfing schemes across all 5 campuses and Head Office, 27 staff signed up for lessons.
