The objective of the project was to introduce 2,010 children to the game of golf who had not previously played the game, and then to offer free continuation golf lessons to all children who took part in the project. The Scheme:


Club professional Steve Truman has taken golf to primary and secondary schools in the area so that around 170 children a month had the chance to try the game for the first time before the Ryder Cup in October.


The target audience was children from all backgrounds, who may never have had the chance to try golf before. Children with disabilities and less privileged children were also key target groups for the project. 


Tri-Golf and Golf Xtreme tasters were provided in local schools, and regular golf festivals were held to promote the project at Dewstow Golf Club. Some attracting in excess of two hundred people
