The Scheme:

The introductory scheme was aimed at beginner ladies, offering free PGA Professional Coaching in a relaxed and fun atmosphere. 


The first taster session was free of charge and included non alcoholic cocktails and a pink Heath Park ladies section polo-shirt.


30 ladies signed up to follow on coaching with two PGA professionals paying only £2 per week


The ladies are still going strong after a summer of coaching and are now regularly playing competitions together.


A club constitution is being written to formalize the section.


Due to the demand, the council is looking into sourcing a full time Golf Professional at the facility.
