Despite a dismal summer weather-wise, it certainly
didn't “rain on our parade” here af Llanwern and
there have been some exciting developments,
particularly on the junior scene.

Llanwern Little League Club

Since March, the number of Juniors involved in the
Club has increased significantly, largely due to the
addition of a new Mini Course membership. The 9
hole Mini Course is located on the two practice fields
to the left of No.3 hole and children {aged 5 to 15
years) can become “Little League” members for just
£30.00. Membership provides unlimited access to the
Mini Course and eniry to an Order of Merit
competition where they can play with other juniors
every Sunday aftemoon. Members also receive a
Little League handicap once 3 cards have been
submitted.

Jumior Membership

We now have 54 full Junior members; 21 Little
League members and a further 40 children, who
although not yet members, have attended coaching
during the year. It is particularly encouraging to note
that all these figures include a good proportion of
girls.

Litile League Ryder Cup

The highlight of the junior season was undoubtedly
the “Little League Ryder Cup” held in June. 36
juniors representing two teams (USA & Europe)
competed in a shot gun start foursomes matchplay
tournament over 9 holes on the Mini Course. It was
wonderful fo see so many supporiers come along to
watch and after presentation of a replica Ryder Cup
and medals to ali the players, at least 60 people
relaxed on the deck over a tasty BBQ. Special
thanks to all those members who helped make it
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such a success and we hope it will become a regular
event on the Club Calendar.

Junior Golf Development Plan

This year completes the first phase of our revised
Golf Development Plan. One of the Plan's key
objectives was to make some minor improvements to
the Mini Course using a £1000 Community Chest
Grant successfully applied for in May. Unfortunately
not all of the work planned has been completed due
to the poor weather, however the next few months
should see the addition of some bunkers, water
hazards and planting, along with an official
scorecard. The Course is already benefiting from
new flags, winter-size cups and hole signage.

Let’s keep the momentam going
Much thanks goes to all those parents who helped
(often at short notice) with supervision on the Mini
Course during Little League competitions. As
membership increases, we need to ensure our
juniors learn the finer points of the game so they can
represent the Club with dignity and
pride. With this in mind, the next
phase of our Development Plan is
